
31-22-13. Terms of order.  
Any order for the payment of reparation under the Crime Victims Reparation Act may be made

on such terms as the commission deems appropriate. The order may provide for apportionment of
reparation or for  the holding of reparation or any part  thereof in trust  and for the payment of
reparation in a lump sum or in periodic installments. All such orders shall contain words clearly
informing  the  claimant  that  all  awards  and  orders  for  reparation  under  the  Crime  Victims
Reparation Act are subject to the making of an appropriation by the legislature to pay the claim.
